Survey on Pests of Citrus 

Dr.D. Srinivasa Reddy, Scientist (Ento.), CRS, Tirupati 

conducted a survey on pests of citrus and recorded 

80-90 percent natural parasitism of citrus butterfly 

larvae (preferring IV and V instar larvae) in acid lime, 

sweet orange, Rangpur lime orchards and nursery by 

braconid larval parasitoid, Apanteles papilionis. The 

parasitized larvae were collected and kept for observation for adult parasitoid emergence. 
 

Dr. D. Srinivasa Reddy, Scientist (Ento.) observed fruit tumors in 

mango. Tumors of pea to marble size developed on fruit were 

observed in mango gardens in both Kadapa and Chittoor          

districts and also in the fruits arrived at Kodur market. The  

damage has been observed first in 2016 (5-8%) and also in 2017      

(3-10%) cropping season i.e., consecutively in two seasons in 

these two districts and there is an increase in the damage levels. 

These fruits were very ugly in appearance, the stylar end is much affected and these tumors are 

seen abundantly on Totapuri cultivar only. It is of unknown etiology.
